We Think We Are Davening With Kavana

One time Rebbe Nachman was telling us how important it was to pray with 

kavana/ intent, and kochot/ energy. As is spoken about a lot in all of his books that a person needs to force himself in order to pray with all of their energy. And he said 

Rebbe Nachman is giving a mashal/ a parable about how a person should pray and how the prayer is now in its unperfected state. 

So he says one time; Rebbe Nachman was on a ship and it was an emergency and the anchor needed to be lifted immediately. I guess this was probably when Rebbe Nachman was on a ship on his way to Israel when he was leaving Turkey, and was on a ship and was in a state of danger. And all the passengers on the ship needed to pull the anchor with all their might to free themselves from the danger of drowning the ship. So he told people, “your prayers,” he was giving mussar/ rebuke saying;

“Your tefillah was like the way I was pulling the anchor of the ship. It seemed to them, to the people who were driving the boat, it seemed like a dangerous situation and they made every single passenger to pull and to grab a hold of the rope and pull with all their might. So I was also with them and I needed to pull with all my strength. But the truth is that I didn’t really pull with all my strength because I knew that it would be okay.”

 We have a famous story of Rebbe Nachman that we have trust in, and everything will be okay.  

“Even though it seemed to everyone else that they were in terrible danger and everyone needed to pull with all their strength, I didn’t put any strength into it, but I needed to make believe that I’m using all my strength. That’s the way your prayer is in regards to its strength and energy.” 

Meaning; Rebbe Nachman is telling us that we think we’re davening with kavana and with all our strength, really we’re not putting our strength into it the way it should be. Just on the outside, you know people sometimes when they daven they twitch their eye, or they make sounds and faces and it looks like their davening with kavana but it’s really only on the outside.  In order to put all your strength into the tefillah--that requires something very, very internal. 

So this was one time Rebbe Nachman was giving us this kind of mussar because he was really telling us b’emes, it’s not only on the outside externally, to put our energy into the tefillah, but really, really we need to really put all of our energy into tefilah.

Run a Home In the Simplest Way

I heard in his name, this is one of the Sichos that Reb Nosson was writing to us that he didn’t hear directly from Rebbe Nachman. He heard someone say in the name of Rebbe Nachman. So I heard in his name; He said about himself, something very astonishing. “That if I didn’t have full bituchon/ full trust in Hashem and wouldn’t be waiting for the yeshua/ salvation of Hashem probably in regards to money and parnassa I would have been someone who was wondering and traveling in order to bring parnassa in order to do business. Like all the other people that go around and travel from city to city, from place to place for parnassa in those days.” 

This is true also nowadays. But even those days it was more common to be a salesperson so you need to live; a person needs a livelihood. For a person to be a salesperson a person needed to travel faraway to bring back merchandise in order to sell it in their local cities. So he said even about himself;

 “Oh you think he’s such a great Tzadik, he’s so devoted to Hashem” he’s saying even him, he had such difficulties, and because of parnassa that if he didn’t wait and trust in Hashem until the very end, he would have been like every other businessperson. 

What did he mean to say? 

What he was talking about, not to live comfortably and luxuriously. But he’s saying just to run a home in a simple way with having enough clothing, enough food, just the basic essentials of running a home, most people are lacking even the basic essentials. 

Like some people just don’t have the basic clothing, basic clean new clothing that they need. Other people they don’t have more important than clothing where they don’t have a house to live in. With regards to all of these a person needs to wait for the yeshua of Hashem and not to push things, not to press the hour. It says in the Gemara; Eruvin; daf yud gimmel amud bais; 

“If someone doesn’t have what they need right now, don’t run around and try to get it immediately by taking out large loans or by putting yourself into difficult business deals or taking for yourself extra jobs or traveling far distances and leaving your family in order to try out the new business don’t press the hour, don’t try to fill it immediately with what you lack in your house.” 

A person needs to wait and stay put until Hashem has compassion. He said this even about himself. If he wouldn’t have waited, and even though he was stuck in a very serious situation where he needed parnassa, a normal person would have said “let me just go out and work, let me get a job, let me travel somewhere and start doing business.”

 You know you’re a very capable person, you don’t leave your family without the essentials--you know it’s your responsibility. Go get a job. If Rebbe Nachman would have listened to all these voices of within and without, then he would have been a regular salesperson and we wouldn’t have all the light that he brought to this world and there wouldn’t be such a thing as Breslev Hasidus, and the world would be lacking, those that know what Breslev Hasidus brought to the world. Those that understand a little bit about how much Rebbe Nachman brought to the world, the world wouldn’t be the same place without him and we don’t know how the world would have survived without these teachings. So he wouldn’t have waited when he was lacking something even though it was something essential if he would have pressed the hour in order that he should have this thing immediately he would have had to take out loans and be someone in debt. And once someone is in debt you have to do whatever you can to pay back even if you have to travel far distances to get a job, start doing business, I would have been forced to travel and to wander and try to earn money to pay back my debt. 

Like we know all those business people the truth is they’re all in large debt. That’s why they always have to work harder and harder and harder in order to pay back their previous debt, and then they get back into a deeper debt. So we have to really internalize this idea and to know it very well. We have to teach ourselves and make ourselves accustomed to this very, very much. There’s no person in the world that doesn’t have anything that they’re lacking. Clearly there isn’t anyone who doesn’t have something that they’re lacking. 

Everyone is lacking something
Here he says people are lacking a lot. Even people who are considerably rich they still don’t have everything that they really want, they sometimes have things that might be considered essential for them, but for someone else it might be something luxurious. But everyone is lacking. Meaning; those that are supported by others, those that are staying and learning that have other people to support them so they certainly are lacking a lot. There’s no way that they can have everything that they need. Even the big Rabbis, the well-respected people that the community supports them or whatever yeshiva supports them they’re still lacking a lot, they don’t have the basic essentials. 

A person for this has to be settled even with a little bit to be satisfied with the minimum and so what do you do, your family needs something. So you run your household according to what you have according to what you have at that moment even if you don’t have enough to fulfill the basic needs. If he thinks he needs an article of clothing for example for himself, or his wife or his children they need shoes or some other essential article of clothing, even though its essential don’t press the hour. Don’t try to press the hour by borrowing money and by forcing the situation by making yourself into someone that owes money, someone that’s in debt. Rather just wait until the time comes. 

Right now we’re coming up to Rosh Hashana and on Rosh Hashana it’s decided what each person’s going to have, how much they are going to have. 

Hashem takes care of everyone and Hashem wants to give everyone their essential needs
Maybe now is not the time, maybe you have to wait another day or a couple more days or another week until the money comes in, but it’s going to come eventually. You have to wait. It’s much better to suffer being deprived of essentials. Even with regards to food you don’t have what to eat G-d forbid, and all the more so with regards to clothing, or a place to sleep, or a house etc. it’s better than to be someone in debt. To be someone who has fallen into debt is much worse than to live a week or two or however long it takes with tremendous pervasion. 

If you want to be in debt, it’s better to be someone who is in debt to himself, to his household, the malbushim; meaning you owe them a certain article of clothing, or to owe them something else that they need. Say I’ll give it to you soon; I’ll pay you back soon, meaning you’re in debt to yourself. If you need something essential, so be in debt, but don’t be in debt to others, be in debt to yourself for the essential thing that you need, push it off another day and another day as long as it takes until you have the money to pay for it. It’s better to be in debt to yourself or your family then to owe the supermarket or the grocery store or the bank or to others. 

But everything with regards to parnassa; you need to have patience and you need to wait until the time comes. As we mentioned above, and this is what it said in the verse in Tehillim, chapter 145 verse 15;

“The eyes of you Hashem is to everyone. And you provide for everyone the sustenance in its time.” 

The essential word here is b’ito, and it says everyone gets what they need b’ito/ in its time. If you don’t have it now, then that’s a proof that it’s not time yet for you to get it. So don’t press the hour and go around borrowing money because that’s going to force you into a situation where your whole life you’re in debt and your whole life you’re working harder to pay back the debt and you have to work harder to pay back the next debt and then you’re living in a higher standard then you’re really supposed to be living. 

And then you’re spending your whole day and your whole night and your whole life working and you don’t have any time left for hisbodedus, Hashem. So Rebbe Nachman said this himself that he was in danger of being someone like this and if he didn’t have this middah, this characteristic of waiting and suffering with the little bit that he does have. And everything that we learned about, all these amazing teachings we wouldn’t have. And he wouldn’t have been a rebbe, he would have been a simple salesperson or a businessperson and he would have been very successful at it but the world would be lacking. 

And every one of us if we’ve giving up on our dream just in order to get by and we’re living 120 years of our life just to get by, even if it’s essentials we have to rethink that and maybe it’s not as essential as we really thought and maybe it could wait. And therefore we should spend our time doing more important things than trying to fill in the lacking that we have with regards to parnassa.

Your Avoda/ Service to Hashem is More Precious Than We Can Understand 
In regards to a small amount of people that come close to Hashem and afterwards they fall away Rebbe Nachman said about them, “Nevertheless even though they fell away and they are no longer close to Hashem its very, very precious to Hashem the little bit of time that they were close to Hashem doing whatever avodas Hashem that they were doing. Even though afterwards whatever happened to them, happened to them G-d forbid.  It could be they went completely off; it doesn’t mean that the days that they were religious that they were close to Hashem went in the garbage or were for nothing. Whatever little bit they were doing in the past is still very, very precious to Hashem even today, even today, if they’re very far away.”

 And he said by Matan Torah in the time when we received the Torah it says about that in another shiur, le’vav tini, its like you’ve captured my heart Hashem is saying with one of your eyes. 

Why one of your eyes? 

This verse is very strange, what does it mean, it’s a very strange verse. Hashem is telling the Jewish people that by Matan Torah when you received the Torah by Mount Sinai you captured me, you captured my heart with one of your eyes. 

The Midresh explains, what does it mean, one of my eyes, one of your eyes? 

Because as the Jewish people were receiving the Torah with one eye, so to speak, they were looking at Hashem with one eye and completely devoted to Hashem with one eye and the other eye was already gazing at the Eigel/ at the Golden Calf. Even at the time of Kabbalas HaTorah, even during that awesome experience of receiving the Torah already deep down in their minds they already had thoughts of leaving, of serving idolatry. 

Nevertheless, Hashem is praising them it was very special it was very dear to Hashem that even half of them; half of a person was connected to him and wanted to receive the Torah and said Na’asay v nishma, you said you’ve captured my heart with one of my eyes. One of your eyes is enough to capture my heart. Even if a person is not fully, fully devoted, he’s devoted with only one eye and the other eye is gazing at idolatry or other things and later on they could fall into it, like they did right after Matan Torah they immediately fell into the sin of the Golden Calf. Hashem is telling us, this itself is very, very dear, and very, very precious to him. You’ve captured my heart with one of your eyes.

Rebbe Nachman on Mussar

One time Rebbe Nachman asked me (Rebbe Noson is saying), he asked me; 

“Have you ever heard me say mussar?”

 Mussar is like words of chastising, I never found a really good translation of the word mussar/ ethics/ chastisement/ reproof. 

“Have you ever heard me speak to you in these harsh ways of reproof to lecture you about religion?”

 He said, “I’m never able to say divrei mussar.”

 If you look through all the books of Rebbe Nachman, all the teachings you don’t see any mussar over there because every single word of mussar that he would say, or would like to say is drenched and washed by tears and that’s why you can’t explicitly see any words of mussar. Because his love for every single Jew and his desire is so much that everyone should be on the right path is so strong that he doesn’t want to hurt anyone by saying anything harsh by lecturing them or reproofing them. 

So before those words actually leave his mouth when they’re still only in his intention, it’s already drenched and soaked in tears that he’s crying over the situation, or crying over the Jewish neshama that’s going in the wrong way. So that’s why he can’t actually bring out the word or the words explicitly, the words of mussar. 

The beginning it was wondrous to us, it was difficult for us that Rebbe Nachman doesn’t say any mussar. You know people naturally are drawn to mussar, they want people to tell them what they’re doing right, doing wrong, tell me what to do, tell me how to live my life, give me what, give me reproof. Give me mussar. But really according to our perception to what we receive the words of Rebbe Nachman, every single one of his words are tremendous mussar like burning fire mamash. 

But really at the same time he doesn’t say any explicit words of mussar like you see in the other books, and books of mussar. 

Those people that reprove, they speak harsh words of mussar and try to get people to understand that they’re doing wrong and putting them on the right track. But nevertheless every single word of Rebbe Nachman, and every time he spoke to us was only about serving Hashem, and every word was received to us like mamash burning coals. And whoever merited to hear him speak, it would enter into his heart like fiery coals. And not by word of mouth, the strength of the burning words of holiness that came out of his mouth was awesome holiness, awesome holy and pure words. Every single word that he said, even when he was speaking about regular daily things, non-holy so to speak, regular daily things every single word of his was like fiery holiness and purity. 

All the more so when he would speak to us explicitly about serving Hashem. Or when he would reveal Torah, every single word of his would shine and be inflamed like fiery fire flames. Whoever would be paying attention to what he was saying with truth and with simplicity, every single word of his would fly, and enter into his heart like fire. So every single person who was listening to his words would be drawn towards Hashem with a wondrous connection and tremendous enthusiasm b’emet. And really it seemed to us at that moment when we would be standing in front of his holiness, we wouldn’t have any more free will. We would have no choice but to serve Hashem after hearing such powerful words of Hashem. We could no longer distance ourselves from Hashem. 

All the more so to go against Hashem, to go against even the smallest detail of what Hashem wants from us. The heart was drawn so powerfully after Hashem through his holy words until it was impossible to describe or comprehend this thing that I’m explaining. That everyone would be drawn after Hashem just from hearing the words of Rebbe Nachman as if their free will was taken away, and they had only desire to do Hashem’s will and no option, no ability to go against His will even in the smallest way. Even now. Not only when he was alive. Even now, whoever would involve themselves in the books of Rebbe Nachman, our holy and awesome Rebbe, the memory of a holy Tzadik would be for a blessing whoever will focus on his books and look at them and understand them truthfully with true simplicity. Certainly without a doubt their heart will be inflamed very much to Hashem. Every single word of his is like fiery coals. 

The next one, it’s close to where we are now in this time of year so let’s do another one.

We Don’t Understand How Precious an Esrog Is
And

The Succos Miracle
It says, “And the holiday of Succos in the year tav kuf ayan,” which was 212 years ago that according to, with regards to esrogim, according to the aspect of the yomim no’orim the high holidays, which is Rosh Hashana and Yom Kippur according to that, “It’s fit for us to have a beautiful esrog.” 

As explained to us above, the better a person prays during Rosh Hashana and Yom Kippur, the more beautiful esrog he’s going to receive as a result, on Succos. 

There was one year that in Russia in the Ukraine where Rebbe Nachman was in Breslov, there weren’t any esrogoim. They were afraid that they wouldn’t have any at all and we know that there used to be a time where esrogim were so hard to get they would have one esrog for the entire town and they would take turns using it. That year everyone thought they wouldn’t have esrogim at all--there was not even one esrog in the entire country until erev Succos, until a day before Succos. 

Hashem did a miracle he made things work out in a really miraculous way that some of the cities actually received esrogim. People would be paying tremendous amounts of money for merit of having any esrog since it was so scarce and some cities they gave 50 adumim, which was the money that they had back then, Rubles, adumim literally means red, rubles are red. So people paid fifty rubles, which is a tremendous amount of money or even more than that, for one esrog. And also to the city of Breslov we received a very beautiful me’hudar esrog came to Rabbeinu Z’l, Rebbe Nachman. Then Rabbeinu was very happy when this happened. Suddenly a very beautiful esrog showed up. And he was so happy and he said bring some musical instruments and start playing because he was so happy that a beautiful esrog showed up. And he was so happy for three full days because they brought him such a beautiful esrog. That’s when he was already very sick from the illness that he died from later on. But during those three days he was so happy that he got a beautiful esrog that he wouldn’t feel his sickness because he was so happy from the esrog that he got. Even after succos he would still be talking about the beautiful esrog that he got. 

He said we have no comprehension at all of the greatness of this beautiful mitzvah, the mitzvah of esrog 

We see that people spend tremendous amounts of money for this mitzvah, from more than any other mitzvos and we don’t understand why people for some reason it suddenly became the custom to spend so much money on an esrog more than any other mitzvos. How come they don’t spend as much money on matzos, and they don’t spend that much money on shofar or other mitzvos? 

Why dafka the mitzvah of esrog it became a thing to spend so much money on?

It’s not for nothing that this is the case. It must be showing us that the mitzvah is really very, very precious and we can’t comprehend and we don’t understand how great it is. But we spend a lot of money on it because deep, deep down we know that there’s something special about this mitzvah because the Jewish people are a holy nation and you can’t fool them. They know deep down how precious this mitzvah is, and that’s why when they spend so much money on this mitzvah it’s not for nothing that they’re doing it. Because they know deep down how precious this mitzvah is. And it’s rightfully so that they’re spending so much money on the esrog. And Rebbe Nachman would continue talking about this mitzvah, and he spoke about this very great mitzvah, about the mitzvah of esrog.

Now we’re coming up to the holidays of Rosh Hashana and Yom Kippur and he’s saying it all depends on how much we pray during these days of Rosh Hashana and Yom Kippur and then we’ll merit having a beautiful esrog, and having the merit of a beautiful esrog is so great that it’s impossible to comprehend.

Rebbe Nachman Describes the Time Before Moshiach

About Moshiach;

On Shabbos Shuva tav kuf ayan, in the same year this is already the motzei Shabbos of Shabbos Shuva. Shabbos Shuva is the Shabbos between Rosh Hashana and Yom Kippur. Tav kuf ayan, this was 212 years ago and it was Shabbos Shuva and Rebbe Nachman was talking about Moshiach. And it became publicized that everyone said that year tav kuf ayan that there were a lot of hints in the Torah that the Tzadikim were saying this is the year that Moshiach is coming. But his mind was not leaning towards this. He didn’t agree with what everyone was saying that that year Moshiach would come tav kuf ayan. 

Right now we’re going into 5782. So we’re talking about the year 5570. 5570, that was the year when everyone said that that’s the year that Moshiach is coming, and he didn’t agree with it and he said that in the days that Moshiach comes, the days before Moshiach comes it’s not going to be just one person that’s yelling about emunah like me because then they’ll be many Tzadikim that will be yelling it with a great voice. About emunah, about faith like you have me, I’m talking about emunah so much. They’ll be yelling so much their throats will be sore from so much yelling about emunah. 

It’s obviously an exaggeration: “Their throats will be sore from yelling,” which means they will be talking very, very much about emunah as if their throats will be sore from talking about it so much. But it won’t help. It won’t help because they’ll be talking so much about emunah and there will be so many books about emunah, and so many classes about emunah, but everyone will be running around spending their day like we said trying to make more money or trying to do this and trying to do that, but they won’t be living a life of faith. 

It won’t help all the words that they were saying. What it says in Yeshayahu chapter 4, verse 3; whoever remains in Yerushalayim or whoever remains in Tzion will be considered holy. Our Sages teach in Baba Basra; the Tzadikim will be called Kadosh in those days before Moshiach comes. They will be considered holy- this is literal. Because certainly the Tzadikim that will remain there when Moshiach comes and will stay strong in their emunah, and their holy faith and not go like the rest of the world and spending all their days and nights working and trying to make more money, or trying to do this and trying to do that. But really they’ll spend their time and energy serving Hashem and living a life of faith. 

It would be fit to say of them even more than this, they are kadosh, like it says in Yeshayahu, that they’ll be called holy since even then in this low generation before Moshiach they’re standing there strongly and they’re serving Hashem, even their emunah is difficult. And they are not going after the rest of the world and serving other things, whether it’s their livelihood or their careers or whatever else they’re serving.  But they’ll be serving only Hashem. There’s not going to be so many people like that, so that those people are going to be considered Kadosh. And those people that did not allow themselves to fall and to be confused to go astray after the rest of the world; those people are going to be considered holy and even more than that. Those people who are remaining in Tzion and in Yerushalayim and not get caught up with the rest of the world and go after their careers and their degrees and their businesses, and serving their whole life something other than G-d; those people who hold strong in their faith will be considered very, very holy. 

But don’t worry, they’re will be many false leaders that will maybe be encouraging those people in their ways and encouraging the world, don’t worry about Torah, don’t worry about sitting and learning and don’t worry about serving Hashem, it’s okay, you can continue serving all your other deities. And there’s no doubt that you won’t find a group of people like us who will be together that really, really desire to hear the word of Hashem. Yeah, there will be like we said, righteous people, holy people, but the point is that they will be separated from each other. They’ll be separate, they’ll be in different places and they won’t be in any one community. 

Like we see here people from all over the world came to join us today, people from all over the world. People from Arizona, and Los Angeles, Florida, Australia, in Beit Shemesh, in New York, in different places so they want to hear the word of Hashem but they’re not together in one place like it was in the time of Breslov where all the people who were following Rebbe Nachman were together in one place in a city called Breslov. 

Rebbe Nachman said Moshiach is not coming this year because look at what we have. We have a beautiful kehillah, we have a beautiful community we are all sitting together. We want to serve Hashem, we’re not going after the rest of the world serving other things. It’s not going to be like that. There will be people who want to serve Hashem in truth, but they are going to be distant from each other, they will be spread out. 

Rebbe Nachman was so sure about this that he got up and he said “write this down so you’ll remember this. Write this down in a book and then everyone in those days will know that someone knew this beforehand. And once they know that this was written down and someone knew that the situation would be like this, that there won’t be too many people who are living a life of pure simple faith and serving Hashem, and those people that are will be distant and spread out. So write this down in a sefer in order that they should know and they will strengthen themselves in emunah, that they will be able to strengthen themselves with faith in Hashem and in his true Tzadikim. 

So this is a very important thing that some people want to say that since a certain year the Tzadikim are saying the Moshiach will come, Rebbe Nachman said Moshiach won’t come that year and we try to learn from this that whenever people say that Moshiach is coming this year it means that Moshiach won’t come this year.

But that’s not what he’s saying. He’s saying the situation that was back then 212 years ago was not a situation that they would be seeing before Moshiach. But then they had a city called Breslov, and they had people together in one city in one community serving Hashem, and really there was one person speaking so much about this idea of emunah. But before Moshiach comes there will be many people teaching emunah, many people teaching Breslov, it won’t be just one rebbe teaching Breslev like Rebbe Nachman. There will be many people all over the world teaching these teachings, but many people won’t be listening to them. And the majority of people won’t be listening to them, and those people that will be listening will be a few spread out like it says they will be spread out; one in this city, one in this community, and they will be connected to the truth but there won’t be a group of people connected together in a real way like there was back then in the time of Rebbe Nachman.

Elul
One time Rebbe Nachman was talking about Elul. He said there’s a minhag to say Tikunim in Elul. This is an important thing to know that there was a custom to, besides for saying the slichos, during Elul there’s also a custom to read the Tikuney Zohar. Many people do it this month, even so Tikuney Zohar, which is the portion of the Tikunim, they say it for the month of Elul. And every day you say a piece. If you can say it for the month of Elul you can finish the whole Tikinum. There was a custom that every tikkun, (the Tikunim are made up of 70 Tikunim), every tikkun would have its own melody for this month. And people would be so tired because they have to wake up very early for slichos, before dawn, wake up and go to shul for slichos and also they would be up late at night for chatzos or whenever it was, they’ll be spending a lot of time saying the tikinum. 

So, therefore because of that, they would come late to the Beit Midrash, to the yeshiva, or to the kollel, or wherever it is that they would be learning Torah, that is why they would come late. Because of this, they would feel discouraged, like they are not learning enough like I should be learning during Elul. 

In Litvish Yeshivas they use the month of Elul to learn even more than the regular sefarim of Gemara. But people following the Hasidus of Kaballah, so during Elul there’s a lot of other tikunim that a person needs to do, a lot of tshuva that a person needs to do beyond their regular learning schedule. But naturally a person would feel very discouraged that they’re not getting enough learning in during the month of Elul since there’s so much more that they have to do. 

So Rebbe Nachman said that this tiredness/ discouragement that a person feels that they are missing out on learning during this month in Elul in the regular schedule is because they have all these other things they have to do. He’s saying from all these things, these tremendous and lofty things, it brings about tremendous rectifications up on high in shamayim. So the actual feeling of discouragement or let down because a person is not learning enough during the month of Elul, that feeling itself creates tremendous lofty rectifications in shamayim so it’s good to know that.

I just had this discussion with someone in yeshiva. For some reason in some yeshivas they’re telling the students to come in the morning to say slichos with the yeshiva. We all know that the halacha in the Shulchan Aruch, it says that a person, the minhag is that a person should wake up before dawn to say slichos. The reason yeshivas are doing this is because they don’t want anyone to come late to minyan and then be tired and they’ll take a nap and they’ll miss out on the regular schedule of the yeshiva, which is important. We see here the idea of missing out on the regular learning schedule whether whatever you’re doing at night, slichos, or Tikuney Zohar, or other, that itself creates tremendous tikunim in shamayim, tremendous lofty rectifications in shamayim. 

Bracha
Those that are together with the kibbutz of the Tzadik for Rosh Hashana, and those who sent their husbands to go, they get written and signed already in the book of Tzadikim already by Rosh Hashana, they don’t have to wait until Yom Kippur or until Shemini Atzeras or Hoshana Raba to get the signing in the book. 

So with that we should all be zoche to be written and signed in the book of life. What’s life? Life is; real life, a holy life of avodas Hashem and b’ezrat Hashem this should be the Rosh Hashana that we have Moshiach before Rosh Hashana. Last Rosh Hashana Tzadikim were saying that’s the last Rosh Hashana before Moshiach, and now we are saying that we believe that that is still true. We believe that even though there’s only a few days left before Rosh Hashana we still believe that the tekias Rosh Hashana will be the Kibutz Galious and it will be fulfilled and in fact that last Rosh Hashana was the last Rosh Hashana without Moshiach and this Rosh Hashana will be the Rosh Hashana with Moshiach in Yerushalayim haKodesh with the Kibbutz Galious with the Kibbutz of the Tzadik, and we should be zoche to see the building of the Beit HaMikdesh Bimhayra omein!
